Product 
Paper is made of wood, which is a renewable material. The filters are made from TCF-pulp 
(Totally Chlorine Free) virgin fibre pulp. 
 
Packaging 
Polyethylene is made from mineral oil or natural gas. The polymer simply consists of hydrogen 
and carbon. The corrugated board box is unbleached and to a large extent made of recycled 
fibres. 
 
Labelling 
The coffee filters are labelled with the Nordic swan label.

Check 
with the local recycling company.
