Environmental Aspects

Product

The tissue paper of Dunisilk is manufactured from Totally Chlorine Free pulp (TCF). Bleaching
chemicals used are oxygen, hydrogen peroxide and if required ozone. Or Elemental Chlorine Free
pulp (ECF) i.e. pulp bleached without chlorine gas with only virgin fibres.

The pulp is white or dyed. Printing inks are water based.

Polyethylene is manufactured from mineral oil or natural gas. The polymer consists simply of
carbon and hydrogen. The glue is water based.

Product is FSC certified according to “Mixed Sources” certification number DNV-COC-000148.

Packaging
Polyethylene & Polypropylene are used for packaging purposes.

The corrugated board box is unbleached and to a large extent made of recycled fibres.
